She later worked with 

renowned producer Phil Spector while performing in a girl group called the Blossoms. Her 

incredible vocal skills quickly led her to stand out among the group and she was sought after as a 

solo vocalist. In the 1950s and ‘60s, she worked with legendary musicians such as Sam Cooke, 

Dionne Warwick, The Beach Boys, Elvis Presley and Tom Jones. Love has lent her vocal skills to 

numerous hits throughout the decades. In March 2011, Love’s lifelong work was honored when 

she was inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.
